This is why, at Tasmanian Pure, no cheap ingredients are allowed to be included; such as cereals or pre-mixes, 
fillers or unnecessary additives, no added gluten, giving the products the high meat content. In fact, it is that 
minimum quantity of lean meat in these products, which is paramount in determining the quality. 
In Thomas’ smallgoods production, the meat is boned out, graded, then minced (either coarse or fine) and combined 
with the other ingredients as per recipe. It is then filled into the appropriate casing, this can be natural skins, 
collagen casing or any other casing depending on the product.
Whilst the majority of the products are produced from local pork, there are also beef, game and poultry products
available. At Tasmanian Pure the range extends to different categories: 
Large COOKED SAUSAGES/cold cuts for slicing -
SMOKED SAUSAGES to be eaten cold, hot, grilled or BBQed;
SMOKED and DRIED SAUSAGES - GOURMET SAUSAGES
HAMS and SMOKED MEATS for slicing
PATES and TERRINES - BAKED MEATS
